SIDEWALK ENHANCEMENT PROJECT

1.  Sheila Pecor and Gina Zauli voiced opposition to the sidewalk project.  Some people along the route are unable to shovel snow from the sidewalks.  They called it the “sidewalk to nowhere”.  David Saldo assured them the sidewalks would be cleared by the town.  This is the beginning of the sidewalk project.  Once it begins and the state sees we are using the grant for enhancement improvements, the sidewalk project will continue further in the future.  For the present, the plan for the sidewalk project is in place and in motion.

RECYCLING

Selectmen worked on the update of the recycling fee schedule.  The year begins on November 1st.  There will be a yearly pass issued to use the Recycling Center.  The fee is $60.00 for the pass.  For senior citizen’s age 65 and over the fee for the pass is $20.00.  There are increases in the fee schedule that will reflect the cost for the town to dispose of different items.  A large fee schedule will be posted at the Recycling Center.  The goal this year is to increase recycling participation.

SOLID WASTE IMPLEMENTATION PLAN

Selectmen reviewed a bill from Bennington County Regional Commission for expenses in writing the SWIP program.  Selectmen will contact Lissa Stark for clarification and itemization of costs in the preparation of the SWIP program.

GRADER OPERATOR
