LIBRARY

Lee Applebaum, Librarian, and Thom Gentle, Paula Plock and Patricia Burton, Library Trustees, presented Selectmen with an executive summary for a needs assessment and library building program as compiled by Patience Kenney Jackson.  This study was for the library expansion.  The group planned to attend the meeting of the School Board on the same subject.

ENERGY FAIR

October 11th.  It was lightly attended but good information about alternative energy was shared.

TOWN ROADS

1.  Roy Gibson and Patti Exster informed Selectmen of conditions on Tatro Road and the need to prepare for winter.  Selectmen plan to have town roads graded.  If they encounter any problems on Tatro Road this winter, they are to contact the Town Garage or a Selectman.

2.  A letter was reviewed from Joseph & Debra Dean concerning conditions on Lesure Road.  Selectmen will take the letter under advisement.

Based on comments of residents concerning town roads, Selectmen confirm the need for a road study.

3.  The road crew continues to work on town roads.  The plan is to have town roads graded before winter begins.  No bids were received for the grader operator’s job.  Selectmen will make contacts to locate a grader operator.

SOLID WASTE IMPLEMENTATION PLAN

Selectmen have been in contact with Lissa Stark from the Bennington County Regional Commission concerning recent billing for the Solid Waste Implementation Program and the need to itemize and explain the fees.  Helen Fields will be working with Ms. Stark on recycling compliance.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Selectmen reviewed financial reports and bank statements for September.
