The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

HEARING OF VISITORS

1.  Susan Bohl spoke with Selectmen on the condition of Jepson Road and said it was irresponsible to let this happen.  She said she paid her taxes under protest because of the needed repair.  Selectmen have arranged for a grader operator and town roads will get the needed grading before winter.

Ms. Bohl stressed the Selectboard members should not act independently but as a board.

2.  Priscilla Tracy asked if there is an emergency shelter in Stamford if people run out of fuel.  Stamford has never had the need for a shelter.  The school serves as a shelter in the event of an emergency.  Sheila Lawrence, Town Service Officer, has contact with agencies on the county level for this type of service.

ROAD CONDITIONS

Selectmen are aware the town roads are in need of grading and have arranged for an operator to grade town roads.

RECYCLING

Ron Plock expressed concerns about the new recycling system.  Selectmen set a yearly permit fee and stress the need to increase recycling.  If the current system does not work as well as expected it can be adjusted.  So far the residents seem happy with the new rules.

PLANNING COMMISSION

Ron Plock is resubmitting an application for a planning grant for parcel mapping and asked for an authorizing official, preferably from the Selectboard.  MOTION by David Saldo to name Sheila Lawrence as authorizing official.  SECONDED by Helen Fields.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

TENNIS COURT

TOWN ATTORNEY

The law firm of Kristensen, Cummings, Phillips and Carroll, our town attorneys, has dissolved.  

Attorney Laurie Rowell is relocating with the law firm of Fitts, Olson & Giddings, in Brattleboro.  Ms. Rowell has been helpful with town dealings in the past.  Rates will be confirmed and more information will be discussed at the next meeting of the Board.

TREASURER

Nancy Bushika, treasurer, has arranged for a short term certificate of deposit at TD Banknorth for money from taxes being paid.  MOTION by David Saldo to approve the short term certificate.  SECONDED by Daniel Tatro.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

VLCT INSURANCE

An insurance inspector working for VLCT was here to look at the Firehouse, the Town Office, the Recycling area and the Town Garage.  He will send his findings to VLCT who will be in contact with us.
