The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

SIDEWALK ENHANCEMENT PROJECT

1.  Jeff Mast met with the Selectboard to review the updated design of February, 2009.  The design of the project is now behind us.  The Agency of Transportation will review the permitting process.  Peter Basel will be the Selectboard contact person for Mr. Mast on the project.

2.  The Lesure Road and Boulger Road traffic study will resume when warmer weather permits.  The radar counter did not work in cold weather.

HEARING OF VISITORS

Brenda Bohl and Robin Sigsbury spoke to the Selectboard about the school bus not transporting children to and from school.  The Road Commissioner has posted some town roads for truck travel.   Jane Sullivan of Sullivan Bus Lines will not put her buses on a posted road due to insurance issues and the safety of the children and the bus driver.  The Road Commissioner will not remove the posted signs until the roads are safe for truck travel.  Parents are responsible to get their children to and from school.

TOWN AUDITOR

Deborah Darling, elected auditor, will be working with the Treasurer as she learns her duties in the auditor’s position.

ROAD COMMISSIONER

1.  David R. Tatro spoke with the Selecboard about road conditions.  The roads are improving but are not in good shape yet.  The roads need to be dry before grading can be done.  Lesure Road, Sumner Road and Sportsman Road have had gravel and stone added, are greatly improved and passable.  The longer range plan is to open ditches and remove trees for a wider road surface.

2.  The new truck was discussed.  Plans need to be decided as soon as possible.  It could take up to ten weeks for delivery.

3.  The street sweeper will be hired to sweep town roads.  It was suggested the school yard be swept by the sweeper this year.

MINUTES

1.  Correction to the minutes of March 12, 2009.  Under appointments, Planning Commission, the appointment of David Saldo, three votes in favor, one vote nay.  Majority in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  Helen Fields said Mr. Saldo has been appointed to two other boards and someone else should have the opportunity to serve.

And under Recycling the last name of Ms. Fields was misspelled as Field in two places.

MOTION by William Rivard to approve the minutes of March 12, 2009 as corrected.  SECONDED by Peter Basel.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

2.  MOTION by Helen Fields to approve the minutes of March 19, 2009 as written.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

RECYCLING

1.  The SWIP agreement was reviewed and signed.  The town is still looking for a closer option or a way to transport our hazardous waste to the site of disposal.

2.  The paper brought to the Recycling Center by residents is transported to the North Adams Transfer Station.  The paper is recycled.  The goal is to increase recycling and decrease disposable trash.

3.  It was noticed that dump pickers have been seen going through the trash at the Recycling Center.  This could be a liability issue and anyone requesting materials should do it during regular hours on Saturday.  The facility will be kept locked when not opened to the public.

4.  A rechargeable battery collection is being looked into.

UNIFORM MUNICIPAL EXCESS WEIGHT PERMIT

1.  MOTION by William Rivard to approve a Uniform Municipal Excess Weight Permit from Green Mountain Power Corporation.  SECONDED by Helen Fields.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

2.  MOTION by William Rivard to approve a Uniform Municipal Excess Weight Permit from Michael S. Tatro.  SECONDED by Helen Fields.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

3.  MOTION by William Rivard to approve a Uniform Municipal Excess Weight Permit from Eilers Bros. Trucking and Excavating. Inc.  SECONDED by Helen Fields.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

The appropriate fees and insurance information were received from each applicant.

4.  A Uniform Municipal Excess Weight Permit received from Camp Precast Products was tabled to the next meeting of the Selectboard.

RESIGNATION

The Selectboard reviewed John Tatro’s resignation from the Selectboard.  After discussion, MOTION by Helen Fields to table decision on the resignation to the next meeting of the Board.  SECONDED by Peter Basel.  Sheila Lawrence did not vote.  Majority in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

VEHICLE DAMAGE

The Vermont League of Cities and Towns has denied a claim for vehicle damage from Timothy Cota of Mill Road.  VLCT states snow damage is not a liability of the Town.

TREASURER

Selectmen reviewed rates for a loan in anticipation of taxes and a line of credit loan.  MOTION by Peter Basel to approve the treasurer to proceed with the loan from TD Banknorth.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

AUDITOR

A management letter was reviewed for the auditing firm of Love, Cody and Company.

MOWING BIDS

Mowing bids will be advertised and opened at the next meeting of the Board.

DOG

The dogs of Robert Diamond have not been registered yet.  After April 1st the next step will be contacting the Bennington County Sheriff’s Department for confiscation of the dogs.

AGENCY OF TRANSPORTATION

Agency of Transportation Officials, the Road Commissioner and the Selectboard will meet to discuss the annual financial plan for next year’s budget in April.

ADMINISTRATIVE ASSISTANT

Discussion of the Administrative Assistant position was tabled to the next meeting.

MOTION to adjourn by Helen Fields.  SECONDED  by Peter Basel.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.
