The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLANNING COMMISSION

Ron Plock presented the report of the Planning Commission to the Selectboard that unanimously approved the proposed zoning changes that will encompass three areas.  1.  Bring Zoning bylaws into compliance with state laws.  2.  Require two (2) acres for construction of a new one family dwelling and three (3) acres for construction of a new two family dwelling in the residential and rural districts.  3.  Adopt a new zoning map outlining changes in the residential and rural districts.  The Selectboard will hold a public hearing on the proposed zoning changes on Thursday, June 25th at 6:00 p.m. at the Town Office.

HEARING OF VISITORS

1.  Richard Cristofolini spoke to the Selectboard concerning the destruction of mail boxes on East Road.  This vandalism is a federal offense.  The vehicle involved was seen by a homeowner.

Mr. Cristofolini mentioned trash dumped on East Road.  Trash was picked up by volunteers on Green Up Day, but more trash has been dumped since.  A name was found in the trash and will be investigated.

2.  Christopher Dargie and Jessica Bugbee spoke on FairPoint Communication’s proposal to upgrade phone service and to add DSL internet service by replacing equipment in the school yard.  Mr. Dargie and Ms. Bugbee feel residents need an option for internet service.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  Photo’s of trash on Risky Ranch Road was reviewed.  Disposable cameras will be kept in town trucks for documenting areas of concern.

2.  Boulders on Boulger Road are posing a water issue for the road crew.  Photo’s were reviewed of the boulders.  Sheila Lawrence and David Tatro will contact the property owner.

3.  Mr. Tatro is working with FairPoint Communications on the placements of poles on County Road and Klondike Road in the town right of way.  FairPoint Communications is working on easements for other poles on the roads.  Wood from trees that need to be trimmed or removed will be offered to the property owners.

4.  Grading on Lesure Road brought stones to the surface and required more gravel.  Culvert replacement on town roads was discussed.  One culvert on Tatro Road will be under recommended diameter so it may fit in the road bed.

5.  Ms. Lawrence and Mr. Tatro reviewed the request of Joseph Gustafson to change a water trench on his property.  The only solution would divert water to another property owner.  Mr. Gustafson will be asked to contact his neighbor for permission to do so.

6.  David Tatro and David Peck attended grader class this week.  At the flagging class last week,

it was learned that we are required to have  reflective warning signs.  The purchase of signs were approved.

7.  Driveway permits were reviewed.  A time limit for the driveway permits was discussed.  Similar language as on building permits will be included when the ordinance is changed.

8.  Selectmen signed the grant reimbursement forms for the completed bridge work on The Lane and Bellows Road.  The work was completed below the estimated price.  The Town of Stamford will receive 90 % of costs involved.

9.  A torch for the propane tank was approved for purchase.

10.  The inventory for capital equipment in the Town Garage is almost complete.

ALL BOARDS MEETING

An All Board’s meeting is being planned for September at a date to be confirmed.

AUDITOR

The Selectboard signed the Management Representation letter for the auditing firm of Love, Cody and Company.  This letter confirms that all financial records were presented for review and no fraud was suspected concerning the 2008 audit.

FLAG DAY

Robert and Eunice Rice will represent the Town of Stamford at the Flag Day Ceremony on Sunday, June 14th at the Elk’s Lodge in Bennington and receive an American flag for our town.

BCA TAX ABATEMENT APPEAL

The tax abatement appeal of Arkells/Morandi to State of Vermont, Department of Taxes has been resolved.  The land value was reduced by $5,000.00.

COMPLAINT

The citizen’s complaint from Alfred and Janet Gardner, reviewed by the Selectboard, has been resolved.
