ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS
1.  Mr. Tatro asked about the winter maintenance of the sidewalks when the project is completed.  A discussion followed and will be decided at a later date.

2.  Some culverts have been installed on town roads.

3.  The roof on the town garage has been repaired.  The overhead door has been ordered.
4.  Different opinions between the risk assessment group and municipal compliance group regarding the fuel tank containment and the wood stove at the town garage were discussed.  The safest route for the town will be taken.
5.  A key was issued to A-1 Septic for the weekly cleaning of the porta potty.

6.  The town crew has weed whacked the intersections.  The mower blade is broken and is at Salem Farm Supply for an estimate.  Mr. Basel offered the use of his equipment if needed.
7.  A radio in the truck was not working.  William Levine offered to charge the battery.
8.  Deborah Darling inquired about a dead tree on Clough Road.  The Tree Warden should be notified

9.  A roll off for scrap metal from Apkin’s will replace the scrap pile.
FAIRPOINT COMMUNICATIONS

The Selectboard reviewed a letter from FairPoint Communications.  MOTION by Peter Basel to approve the easement in the school yard.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  FairPoint Communications may now proceed with surveying and town permits.

SUCKER POND RESTORATION

The State of Vermont notified the Selectboard that the Sucker Pond Restoration Project has been completed.

TREASURER

The Selectboard reviewed and confirmed financial statements for the month of May.

Repairs have been completed to the tennis court.

STREET LIGHT

A request for the town to take responsibility for a street light on Clough Road was reviewed.
MOTION by Sheila Lawrence not to take responsibility for this street light.  SECONDED by Peter Basel.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The additional streetlights approved a few years ago were for intersections.  The Administrative Assistant will write a letter of their decision.
ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

Sheila Lawrence attended a Zoning Board of Adjustment hearing on June 2nd.  RE: Joyce Rondeau, Vermont Inspection Station & chain saw sales & service.  Ms. Lawrence offered

to look into a possible streetlight and brush removal at the intersection of Brookside

Drive and Main Road.  The decision:  It is not practical for a streetlight at that area.  It is not appropriate for the hours of operation.  Brush removal not yet determined.

EIGHTH GRADE CLASS GIFT

Each year the graduating eighth grade class presents a gift to the school.  Zia O’Neill and Kendel 

Houghtaling informed the Selectboard that this year a cherry tree will be planted on the front lawn of the school.  The tree is from North Branch Nursery.  Ms. Lawrence asked if the fruit from the tree was poisonous.  In checking with the nursery, the fruit is not poisonous.  Selectboard thanked the class for their thoughtful gift.
ZONING REVISIONS

The Selectboard reviewed the Proposed Zoning Revisions as presented by the Planning Commission.  The Selectboard will hold a public hearing on June 25th at 6:00 p.m. at the School Hall on the Proposed Zoning Revisions.
