ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  The road employees are working on opening ditches on town roads.

2.  The new truck has been lettered.

3.  An opinion of John Daly, from municipal compliance, to use the wood stove in the town garage was positive.  This opinion will be needed in writing for the records.  A new chimney will be required and bids for the work will be reviewed.  The Selectboard approved a purchase of log length firewood.

4.  The opinion for the removal of the empty ash bin from the old incinerator is positive and this decision will be required in writing for the records.

5.  MOTION by Peter Basel to repair a manifold leak on the Ford truck.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The repair was estimated at $2,200.00 by the Carbone Ford dealership.

6.  The Clarksburg road crew and the Stamford road crew are working on an intermunicipal agreement to keep the West Road and Klondike Road area open for vehicular traffic.

7.  Heavy rains have caused problems on town roads.  A priority list of repairs will be compiled.

8.  A letter of intent for an enhancement grant for a salt shed has been submitted.
