The meeting of the Selectboard was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

VISITORS

1.  Bruce Belisle submitted a list of recommendations for the recycling update including the increase in fees to use the facility.  The Selectboard will finalize the recycling update at their next meeting.

2.  Heidi Peterson suggested using E-mail to notify townspeople of meetings, agendas and minutes.  Nancy Bushika has been informed that anything created in the town office is public information and we are legally bound to release this information including E-mail addresses.  A disclaimer will have to be signed by anyone wishing to sign up for this service.

3.  Joseph Tracy, representing the Stamford Energy Focus Group, presented the Selectboard with a written a statement concerning wind energy as option to supply our energy needs and those of the regional grid.  This subject may be discussed at the All Boards meeting on October 1st.

There will be a Button Up Vermont Home Energy Workshop on Saturday. October 17th at

11:00 a.m. at the Stamford School to discuss how to conserve heat and minimize energy use.

SAND BIDS

Sealed sand bids were opened and reviewed.

1.  Eilers Bros. Trucking & Excavating, Inc.  Washed & screened winter sand delivered.  $15.10 per ton and screened not washed winter sand delivered.  $15.10 per yard.

2.  Clarksburg Construction Co., Inc.  1200 cubic yards of screened not washed sand to town stockpile.  $14.74 per yard delivered.

MOTION by Sheila Lawrence to leave the decision of the Sand Bids to the Road Commissioner upon review of the quality of the product.  SECONDED by Helen Fields.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The decision will be announced at the next meeting of the Selectboard.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  David Tatro and David Peck attended a winter road maintenance class where a Snow and Ice Policy was suggested.  A Snow and Ice Policy was written by Mr. Tatro.  MOTION by Helen Fields to approve and sign the Snow and Ice Policy.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  A copy of the Snow and Ice Policy is available for viewing at the Town Office.

2.  The old state shed on Main Road has been leased by the Stamford Volunteer Fire Department.  The Highway Department may use the grounds to store equipment and sand for winter road use.  Electricity will be turned on for lighting at town expense.

3.  Culverts and ditches will be installed on Sportsman Road.

4.  The sale of the brush hog attachment for the Kubota was discussed and approved, pending an agreed amount.

5.  In the event of winter emergencies outside services were discussed for possible assistance.

6.  A camper on Lincoln Road is on the town right of way and will interfere with snow removal.  A letter of explanation will be sent to the property owner and the resident asking for cooperation.

RECYCLING

1.  The recycling update was discussed and decision will be made at the next meeting of the Board.

2.  A lock box for recycling money at the town garage was discussed.

SOLID WASTE IMPLEMENTATION PLAN HEARING

Lori Shepard, Administrative Assistant, and the Selectboard held the first hearing for the Solid Waste Implementation Plan, written by the Bennington County Regional Commission, in the Stamford Town Office on Thursday, September 24th during the Selectboard meeting.  The Plan was reviewed and some wording will be amended.  The second hearing for the Solid Waste Implementation Plan is scheduled for October 8th during a Selectboard meeting.

PUBLIC HEARING FOR TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENTS GRANT

The Selectboard held a public hearing in the Town Office concerning the application for a 2010 Transportation Enhancements Grant for the construction of a sand and salt storage shed to be located on Mill road across from the Highway Garage.

FAIRPOINT COMMUNICATIONS EASEMENTS

MOTION by Helen Fields to approve and sign three easements from FairPoint Communications for the installation of telephone equipment on Main Road, Collins Road and County Road.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

RESIGNATION FROM PLANNING COMMISSION

The Selectboard accepted, with deep regret, the resignation of Ronald Plock from the Planning Commission.  Mr. Plock has served on the Planning Commission for 20 years.  The Selectboard thank him for his years of service to the Town of Stamford.  This leaves a vacancy on the Planning Commission and anyone interested in serving may apply in writing to the Selectboard.

TREASURER

The Selectboard reviewed and confirmed financial statements for the month of September.

TOWN CLERK

Nancy Bushika attended the annual Vermont Clerks and Treasurers meeting.  The Selectboard congratulate Nancy on keeping Stamford up to date on important issues.
