BENNINGTON COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT

Chad Schmidt, Bennington County Sheriff, discussed the present 20 hour per week contract and the new federal grant for additional hours available at a reduced rate.  MOTION by Peter Basel to increase the Bennington County Sheriff’s Department coverage in Stamford by 10 extra hours per week at a reduced rate for a four year agreement.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  Sheriff Schmidt will amend the contract and fax it to the Town Office for review.  December 1st will be the starting date.

PLANNING COMMISSION

The Selectboard reviewed a letter from Stephen Bechtel, Planning Commission, with their recommendation for two appointments to fill two vacancies on the Planning Commission.  Three very qualified applicants applied for two open positions.  MOTION by Sheila Lawrence to accept the Planning Board’s recommendation to appoint David Fierro and James Sarkis to the Planning Commission.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The term of each appointment will be set at the next meeting.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  David Tatro and David Peck have ordered work uniforms and they will pay for them.

2.  David Tatro requested approval for David Peck to take the Ford truck home in the winter.  He plows Jepson Road on his way to the Town Garage.  William Rivard said this was a reasonable request and the rest of the Board agreed.

3.  Town equipment is being prepared for winter use.

4.  MOTION by Peter Basel to purchase a sander from the Town of Readsboro for $3,000.00.  The sander we have will be available for purchase and will be posted.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

RECYCLING

1.  David Tatro has ordered a large sign made with the recycling rules to post at the Recycling Center.

2.  Lissa Stark, Bennington County Regional Commission, will be submitting the SWIP plan to the State of Vermont for approval.

TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENTS GRANT

Lori Shepard and David Tatro will review the sites on Mill Road and County Road on Monday, October 19th to prepare applications for Better Backroads Grants for the two areas.

SIGN PERMIT FEE

MOTION by Eunice Rice to approve the change of a permit fee for a sign as requested by Ron Plock, Administrative Officer, as cited in Section 4.1.3 of the Zoning Bylaws, to $25.00 for a permit plus a $10.00 recording fee.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

NATIONAL INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SYSTEM

Lori Shepard told the Selectboard that an on-line training for certification for NIMS is available.  It will consist of three to four hours then a test for certification.  For an eight hour course, thirty participants would be needed for an instructor to present a class for certification.  Ms. Shepard will check into the requirements for an on-line course.

GENERATOR

The generator in front of the school is not running to capacity.  The Selectboard agree a certified electrician should determine the status of the generator.

ALL BOARDS MEETING

1.  At the All Board’s Meeting it was suggested to seek alternate energy for the future.  Grants may be available for alternate energy studies and they will be looked into.

2.  The Selectboard discussed the idea of a Town gathering for a day of festivities in the summer.
