The Selectboard called an emergency Selectboard meeting to review equipment repair and road conditions.  Law enforcement officials were present to report on break ins in Town.

The Emergency Selectboard meeting was called to order at 6:25 p.m.

Lieutenant Reg Trayah, Vermont State Police, said there were four reported break ins in Stamford since June.  The incidents are being investigated with some items recovered.  Lt. Trayah said the best course of action to report an incident or to report suspicious activity is to contact the State Police.  Call 911 or the Shaftsbury barracks at 802-442-5421.

Concerned citizens voiced concerns and related activities in Stamford and Clarksburg.

Steps being taken:

1.  Increased road patrol hours for the Bennington County Sheriff’s Department.  

Hours will vary so not as detectable.

2.  Better communication between law enforcement agencies and cooperation with other towns.

3.  A neighborhood watch system was suggested where people look out for each other.

4.  A communication network via e-mail for information in the Town of Stamford.  A sign up sheet was included in the last newsletter for anyone interested in receiving e-mail information.  Sign up sheets are available at the Town Office and school lobby.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  David Tatro, Road Commissioner, reported the dump body and scissor lift of the Mack truck is badly rotted.  The estimate for repair is $12,400.00.  MOTION by Peter Basel to fix the Mack.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  Funds will come from the equipment replacement fund.

2.  The heavy rains of Saturday, October 24th resulted in about $50,000 or more worth of damage to town roads.  The total will be submitted to the State Emergency Fund for which we will be responsible for 10 % of the damages.

3.  There was flood damage on Sportsman Road where a culvert was too small and would not contain the raging waters.  Another smaller culvert on Collins Road needs to be replaced.  MOTION by Peter Basel to replace the culverts on Sportsman Road and Collins Road.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The two culverts estimated at $7,500.00 may be eligible for funds under the mitigation part of the State Emergency Fund, with our portion being 10%.

4.  The landslide on Mill Road will be reviewed by a specialist from the State.  This is another problem area we need to correct.

RIVER DAMAGE

The raging waters of the north branch of the Hoosac River damaged land and changed the course of the river in places.  A group of residents with land abutting the river will form a river community committee to study the entire river.  Chris Burnelle, a state river specialist, was in town to review specific areas that needed repair.

SWIP PLAN

Selectmen signed the SWIP Plan.  The plan will be sent to Lissa Stark, Bennington County Regional Commission and then forwarded to the State of Vermont for approval.

MOTION to adjourn by Sheila Lawrence.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

The meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.

The next regularly scheduled meeting of the Selectboard will be held on Thursday, November 19th at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Office.
