Several residents living along the North Branch of the Hoosac River and Roaring Brook lost a portion of land during the flooding of Saturday, Oct.24th.

TOWN WEB SITE

C. J. Vadnais has offered his services to help set up the Town Web Site.

ALL BOARDS MEETING

Jean Kurpiel submitted several names of people interested in forming a finance committee.  Keith F. Abuisi, Hope L. Bussiere, Jean E. Kurpiel, Katie A. Sarkis and Heather-Lynn Tietgens were approved by the Selectboard for a finance committee.  This suggestion came from the All Boards meeting.  They plan to meet with various town boards during budget time in an advisory capacity.  They would make suggestions and be present at Town Meeting to make recommendations on warrant articles.

PLANNING COMMISSION

Stephen Bechtel, Planning Commission, recommended terms for the two appointments to fill vacancies on the Planning Commission.  MOTION by Eunice Rice to accept the Planning Board’s recommendation to appoint David Fierro, term ending 2012 and to appoint James Sarkis, term ending 2010, to the Planning Commission.  SECONDED by Peter Basel.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

RECYCLING

The SWIP Plan is finalized and has been submitted to the state of Vermont for approval.  The Selectboard approved the payment for services for writing the SWIP Plan to the Bennington County Regional Commission.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  A bid for the old sander was opened and read.  MOTION by Sheila Lawrence to approve the sale of the old sander to Jonathan Bohl for $2,200.00.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

2.  MOTION by Eunice Rice to sign a Bill of Sale for the old brush hog to Jonathan Bohl for $1,500.00 of payment in services to the Town of Stamford.  SECONDED by Peter Basel.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The Bill of Sale was signed by the Selectboard.

3.  Risky Ranch Road and Old County Road were damaged by the severe rains in October.  There is no money in the budget to repair Class 4 roads.  Risky Ranch Road and Old County Road will be closed to the public until repairs can be made.  Landowners will be notified of this decision.

4.  A state official reviewed the site of the mud slide on Mill Road and made recommendations.  The Town road crew is working on the right of way on Mill Road where the mud slide occurred.  A license agreement is awaiting signatures for further work needed on site.  Estimates for tree work on Mill Road were opened and reviewed.  A question of Workman’s Compensation was brought up.  The decision is on hold pending a Workman’s Compensation definition.  The State will pay 90% of costs.  Our representatives will be asked to appropriate money for the State Emergency Fund funds to aid municipalities in emergency situations.

5.  The electric work for the old state shed was estimated at $400.00.  It was decided not to complete the electrical work at this time.

VERMONT LEAGUE OF CITIES AND TOWNS INSURANCE RENEWAL

Selectmen reviewed and approved the insurance renewal agreement from VLCT.  MOTION by William Rivard to sign the renewal form from VLCT.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The renewal was signed by the Selectbord.

BENNINGTON COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT

MOTION by William Rivard to sign the contract from the Bennington County Sheriff’s Department.  SECONDED by Peter Basel.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED. The Selectboard signed the contract.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

1.  Lori Shepard and William Levine are working on the survey for a Hazardous Mitigation Plan.  The Mitigation Plan survey is necessary to apply for grants.

2.  A phone list for emergency notification for people who do not receive e-mail is being considered.

3.  Training for certification for National Incident Management System is being planned.

GENERATOR

A new battery was installed in the generator in front of the school and is now functioning properly.  It has been suggested to use heat baffles for protection near the exhaust pipe.  The testing for the entire school has not been completed.

EMPLOYEE POLICY HANDBOOK

The Selectboard reviewed and made minor changes to the Employee Policy Handbook and will sign it at the next meeting.  The Selectboard will further review the Employee Policy Handbook at a future meeting.

TREASURER

The Selectboard reviewed and confirmed financial statements for the months of September and October.  Balances were reconciled by Town Auditor, Deborah Darling.
