ANCIENT ROAD COMMITTEE REPORT

Bruce Richardson presented an Ancient Road report to the Selectboard for review.  The group has read land records, vital records, proceeding books, land maps and other records in the Stamford Town Office, the Readsboro Town Office, the Woodford Town Office and the Pownal Town Office and compiled the data on computer.  Mr. Richardson found other references in the Vermont Archives in Montpelier and Waterbury, the Bennington Museum, Bennington Library, North Adams Library, the New York State Library in Albany, NY and the Vermont Historical Society in Barre.

The Selectboard and the Ancient Road Committee will meet on January 4th at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Office to discuss issues found in their search and draft letters to affected landowners.  A public hearing is set for February 8th at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Office for public comment.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  Work on Mill Road is finished with the exception of the tree work that will be completed in the spring.

2.  The hydraulic line on the Ford truck caught fire and was quickly put out by the Town crew.

3.  The fuel filter plugged up on the Chevy truck.  The diesel fuel is not cut enough and gels up.  Mr. Tatro will check other suppliers for options.

4.  The Chevy truck has been reprogrammed for emissions.

5.  The wing has been installed on the grader.  Snow banks will be winged back as needed.

6.  Cars are parking on Lincoln Road and will interfere with plowing.  A letter will be sent asking for cooperation.

7.  It has been noticed that large amounts of sand are being taken from the storage pile at the town garage.  This sand is for our roads and taking large amounts for personal use is theft.

8.  David Peck, town employee, injured his arm at work in November.  He was out of work for two weeks to recover.

CIVIL DEFENSE

1.  William Levine attended a School Board meeting about phone notification for emergencies.  The process is costly and other methods are being considered.

2.  Kenneth Sullivan-Bol is planning to attend a training session, scheduled for January in Washington DC, for the purpose of developing a local neighborhood watch.  Mr. Levine suggested making a donation towards his expenses.  MOTION by Sheila Lawrence to use $150.00 from the Civil Defense budget towards Mr. Sullivan-Bol’s expenses.  SECONDED by Peter Basel.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  Copies of receipts are requested.

TREE WARDEN

William Rivard suggested the Selectboard serve as Tree Warden until appointments are made in March.

RECYCLING

1.  A letter received from the State of Vermont approved our Solid Waste Implementation Plan.

2.  A grant application for $2,000.00 for the 2010 SWIP has been signed and submitted.

3.  Selectmen reviewed recycling rules and determined the senior citizen discount to use the Recycling Center is for residents age 65 or over.  Being disabled is not a reason for a discount.

TREASURER

The Selectboard reviewed and confirmed financial statements for the month of November.

MAILINGS

Lori Shepard looked into bulk mailing and regular mailing.  At this time there is little difference in costs for the amount of mailings we have to do.  Prices will be watched for the best deal.
