Betty Vadnais spoke with Selectmen about a petition for a warrant article for Town Meeting concerning senior housing.  Without some confirmation from the Town of Stamford, the State of Vermont believes the town is not interested in senior housing.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  There has been someone plowing a portion of Klondike Road and Schenk Road, both class 4 roads, without Selectboard permission.  This allows frost to set in the road and the result is mud in the spring.  MOTION by Helen Fields to declare a portion of Klondike Road and Schenk Road closed from January 21st to April 30th.  Plowing of roads by individuals will not be allowed.  SECONDED by William Rivard.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The roads will be posted and land owners notified of this decision.

2.  A letter was received from VLCT suggesting an injury action plan that is now in effect.  A letter of implementation will be returned to VLCT stating compliance with their suggestions.
