ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  The road crew has been busy doing maintenance on equipment and buildings during the respite from storms.

2.  A noticeable savings has been noted in fuel for the town garage by using the wood stove.

3.  The Lane has developed noticeable cracks.  The road will be reviewed for possible addition to the road plan.

4.  $68,665.05 was received from the State of Vermont Emergency Fund for the October Flood.  The Selectboard would like to apply the funds to the highway deficit.  About $3,000.00 more is expected when the state receives more money.

UNITED STATES CENSUS LEGAL BOUNDARIES

The Selectboard, the Road Commissioner and the Administrative Assistant reviewed the Census map, made the necessary corrections and confirmed there were no new boundaries in Stamford.  The map was signed by the Selectboard and will be returned to the Census Department.

FAIRPOINT COMMUNICATIONS

The Selectboard signed a letter to FairPoint Communications requesting pole replacement on Mill Road and Stebbins Lane to be scheduled with the Road Commissioner and the Fire Department, prior to starting the job.
