The snow barrier was placed where the town stops plowing on Klondike Road because the road was being plowed by persons without authorization.  No plowing signs were posted and property owners were notified by mail.  In an effort to protect the road, the Road Commissioner, with the approval of the Selectboard, made the decision to block the Class 4 road.

The group would at least like to use the unplowed portion of the road by way of snowmobiles or all terrain vehicles.  The Selectboard was sympathetic and would like to find a resolution to benefit both sides.  No action was taken pending an opinion of counsel on a liability issue.
