The meeting of the Selectboard was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1.  Ron Plock, Administrative Officer, spoke with the Selectboard about a violation notice that was issued for the former Methodist Church building on Main Road, now owned by Thomas O’Connor.  Junk on the property was cited in the violation notice.  Mr. Plock was acting on a complaint that stated the steeple was deteriorating and leaning and could cause a potential hazard.  Maura Hawkins, Health Officer, will work with the Selectboard on a health order violation notice.

2.  Mr. Plock and the Selectboard reviewed draft ordinances of vacant or dangerous buildings for consideration of adoption of an ordinance.  Stamford does not have a building inspector.

HEALTH AND SEPTIC OFFICER

Maura Hawkins, Health Officer and Septic Officer, made a site visit to the property at

434 Lincoln Road and found a failed septic system.  Surface sewage was confirmed.  The well is falling apart.  Hazardous materials were found on site.  The property barely meets state standards on other issues.  Ms. Hawkins will work with the Selectboard to draft a health order violation notice.  There is a procedure to follow to give the property owner time to respond to violations.

HEARING OF VISITORS

1.  Thomas McShane spoke to the Selectboard about the store across the street not having rest rooms or a trash receptacle.  Mr. McShane noted this is an old issue that has been going on for over a decade.  He asked the board to take these concerns under advisement and to respond in writing.  MOTION by Eunice Rice to table the discussion until more information is gathered.  SECONDED by Thomas Houghtaling.  All in favor.  Motion APPPROVED.

2.  Wojciech Rum asked the Selectboard if a housing project was going to be built across the street from his property, presently known as the driving range.  He did not think the site was suitable for a housing project because it is wet there.  Ms. Lawrence said the feasibility study has not been completed yet.  The feasibility study will take all circumstances into consideration.

Mr. Rum asked to be notified prior to any action taken.

3.  David Saldo spoke to the Selectboard concerning the Town Plan which expired in 2009.  The Planning Commission is working on renewing the Town Plan that will not be ready for at least a year.  Mr. Saldo asked the Selectboard to readopt the old Town Plan.  There is a procedure to readopt the old Town Plan that must be followed.  MOTION by Peter Basel to ask the Planning Commission to proceed with the adoption process for the expired Town Plan.  SECONDED by Thomas Houghtaling.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

4.  Kenneth Dix, Mike Girard and Kirk Chitwood asked if any decision has been made concerning Klondike Road plowing and the snow barrier.  According to the Town Attorney’s recommendation, the Selectboard has the authority and an obligation in taking steps to stop the plowing of class 4 roads by camp owners to protect the roads.  Class 4 roads are not plowed by the town.  Camps may be accessed by snowmobile or ATV’s.  The Selectboard will continue to work with the landowners in seeking a solution to this issue.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  There was a mud slide on Mill Road after the heavy rains.  The Road Commissioner is working with a landowner in an effort to divert water to the brook.

2.  MOTION by LauraLee Smith to sign a contract with Donovan Construction to sweep the roads and the school yard during the week of April 19th.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  Selectmen signed the contract.  The swept sand will be used on other roads.

3.  A rental of a crack sealer machine that uses tar blocks is being considered for roads not being resurfaced.  Prices will be sought.

4.  A leak has developed in the paper shed.  Bruce Belisle offered to check out the roof for repair.

MOTION by Peter Basel to forward a 6 month contract for the signature of Marcia Evans, Dog Officer.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

ANCIENT ROADS

Bruce Richardson spoke with the Selectboard about the Ancient Roads Committee’s findings and recommended to begin the process of discontinuance or reclassifying the roads.  The Selectboard will meet on Monday, March 29th at 9:00 a.m. at the Town Garage to conduct a preliminary site visit to view Old County Road, Stamford Pond Road (also known as Roaring Brook Road) and Sumner Road.  A formal site visit with abutters will be planned at a future time and a public hearing will be scheduled.

U S FOREST SERVICE

A District Ranger has asked to meet with the Selectboard.  The April 22nd meeting was suggested for a possible date.

MOTION to adjourn by LauraLee Smith.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:50 p.m.
