The meeting of the Selectboard was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Peter Basel will serve as clerk for this meeting in the absence of LauraLee Smith.

HEARING OF VISITORS

1.  Pasquale Lupo, William Kelly and Joseph Martell spoke with the Selectboard about conditions on Risky Ranch Road.  They claim four new culverts would give them access to their camps.  David Tatro and members of the Selectboard will make a site visit to Risky Ranch Road and review the conditions.  Class 4 roads receive a minimum of maintenance.  They also spoke about illegal dumping that continues to be a problem in the area.

2.  Debra Burchard presented a listing of state regulations concerning open burning.  Ms. Burchard has spoken with Douglas Wylde, Forest Fire Warden, about burning on a weekly basis near her home.  She is also erecting safety zone no shooting signs due to shooting near her property.

3.  Sally Bohl presented the Selectboard with photos of the Frederick Johns house, across the street from the school, which could be a health hazard.  Maura Hawkins, Health Officer, will be asked to review the site.

DESIGNATION OF BOARD MEMBER TO REVIEW BILLS

MOTION by Peter Basel to name Sheila Lawrence as the Board member to review bills and have the authority to approve payments prior to a Selectmen’s meeting.  SECONDED by Thomas Houghtaling.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  Warrants will be reviewed and signed at a Board meeting.

At 7:35 p.m. the Selectboard temporarily adjourned the Selectboard meeting to attend the School Board meeting.  The Selectboard meeting resumed at 8:05 p.m.

SCHOOL BOARD

Thomas Houghtaling reported several of the concerns brought before the School Board have been resolved and commended the School Board for their cooperation.  The only suggestion not receptive was that of a school custodian.  The contract of the cleaning service now used by the school has been renewed for three years.

PAVING PROJECT

Paving estimates for the blacktop roads were reviewed.  All States Asphalt Inc. $196,000.00.  The Gorman Group $189,808.00.  The Road commissioner will review the estimates and a decision will be made at the next meeting.  Loan information will be ready by the next meeting.

SALT SHED GRANT

The State awarded the grant for the salt shed for a sum of $50,000.00.  This amount was less than expected.  We have up to three years to find a feasible plan for the Salt Shed project.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

The grading of graveled roads has begun.

RECYCLING

1.  A free household hazardous waste collection day is scheduled for May 8th.  The collection will be at the Recycling Center on Mill Road from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m.  David Tatro and a designated official will transport the collected items to the Shaftsbury facility.  MOTION by Peter Basel to accept the contract from Shaftsbury for the Hazardous Waste day.  SECONDED by Thomas Houghtaling.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

The contract with the Town of Shaftsbury was signed by the Selectboard.

2.  A recycling grant for the Hazardous Waste collection in the amount of $2,000.00 has been awarded.

3.  Bruce Belisle has repaired the roof on the paper shed at the Recycling Center.  A letter of thanks will be sent.

4.  David Tatro will check into a roll off receptacle for paper disposal and prices will be checked.

UNIFORM MUNICIPAL EXCESS WEIGHT PERMIT

MOTION by Peter Basel to approve the Uniform Municipal Excess Weight Permit from Cardinal Logistics Management Corp.  SECONDED by Thomas Houghtaling.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

MOTION by Peter Basel to approve the Uniform Municipal Excess Weight Permit from Green Mountain Power Corp.  SECONDED by Thomas Houghtaling.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

MOTION by Thomas Houghtaling to approve the Uniform Municipal Excess Weight Permit from Michael S. Tatro, Trucking.  SECONDED by Peter Basel.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The appropriate fees and insurance information was received from each applicant.

ANCIENT ROADS

The Ancient Roads Committee’s findings and recommendations will begin the process of discontinuance or reclassifying roads in Stamford.  A site visit to view Old County Road, Stamford Pond Road (also known as Roaring Brook Road) and Sumner Road is being planned for Monday, May 24th at 9:00 a.m.  Abutters will be notified.  A public hearing will be held on May 27th for public comment.

DANGEROUS BUILDINGS AND VACANT BUILDINGS ORDINANCES

Draft ordinances concerning Dangerous Buildings and Vacant Buildings were reviewed and will be discussed further with the Administrative Officer at the next meeting of the Board.

RESIGNATION

The Selectboard accepted with regret the resignation of Paula Nickerson Plock from the Board of Library Trustees.  A letter of appreciation for her many years of service to the Library will be sent.

CONSERVATION COMMISSION

A letter was sent to Thom Gentle stating he would be unable to serve on the Conservation Commission because he is no longer a town resident.  The Selectboard thanks him for his many years of service to the Conservation Commission.

RIVER

Betty Vadnais informed the Selectboard that large rocks have moved in the river behind her home diverting water and could be a potential threat to The Lane Bridge.  She would like state officials that deal with waterways to be made aware of this risk.

CORRESPONDENCE

1.  A letter is being prepared for Thomas McShane that explains the opinion of the Vermont League of Cities and Towns that any septic issues are now handled by the State and that trash receptacles would be required if stipulated in the Board of Adjustment Permit.

2.  The Selectboard is awaiting a written opinion from the Vermont League of Cities and Towns regarding snow plowing by camp owners on Klondike Road.

Peter Basel asked for a list of persons in town that are in charge of different boards or organizations.  Lori Shepard agreed to work on such a list.

TOWN OFFICE
