BENNINGTON COUNTY REGIONAL COMMISSION

1.  Jeff Mast, Bennington County Regional Commission, reported the Sidewalk Project preliminary plans have been approved by the Vermont Agency of Transportation.  The Selectboard approved bills for Lamoureux and Dickinson and the BCRC.  Right-of-way documents will be filed.  The fall construction hoped for has been delayed and it now looks like it will be next year for construction to begin.

2.  The Bennington County Regional Commission was awarded an EPA grant to assess hazardous waste contaminated sites and brown field sites.  They ask for a representative from each town in the county to assist and guide this project.  The first meeting will be July 19th at 3:00 p.m. in Bennington. HEARING OF VISITORS

1.  Carol Fachini and Debra Burchard talked to the Selectboard about a section of Old County Road currently under Ancient Road status.  Ms. Fachini would appreciate any help with that section of roadway.  Ms. Burchard would like to have the town replace a culvert in the road that is in bad shape.

2.  John Konopka, Roger Kergaravat, Roger Kergaravat, Jr., Bruce Boisvert and Sandra Boisvert spoke to the Selectboard about a section at the top of Sumner Road.  This section of roadway was approved at a Town Meeting in 1988 to be taken over by the Town providing the steps were met.  Right-of-way easements were never given to the town.  David Tatro will check with state officials to see if there are records of recommendations made by the State from 1988 about the top section of Sumner Road.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  The chip seal for the paving project scheduled for June 24th has been rescheduled for July 6th due to scheduling conflicts.

2.  The mowing of town roads has begun.

3.  Summer maintenance continues with ditch work included.

4.  A culvert has been installed on Basin Road.

5.  A Better Back Roads grant has been approved for a culvert replacement on Mill Road.

NATIONAL FOREST 

Paul Ethier, Fire Chief, will write a letter to the District Ranger from the National Forest to suggest ATV’s are the best way to access the forest in case of a forest fire.  The Stamford Fire Department was told ATV’s were not allowed on Forest Service land when they responded to a forest fire on Roaring Brook Road.
