The Selectboard meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

MINUTES

Correction to the minutes of June 24th   Under Finance Committee, to read:  “The Selectboard announced that anyone interested in being considered for serving on the Finance Committee should send a letter of interest to the Selectboard prior to the July 22nd meeting.”

MOTION by Eunice Rice to approve the Selectboard minutes of June 24th, as amended.  SECONDED by LauraLee Smith.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

SELECTBOARD’S ORDERS

HEARING OF VISITORS

David McKay spoke to the Selectboard about fast moving traffic on County Road.  Horses are ridden in the area and he suggested a caution sign to watch for horses.  Mr. McKay and the road crew will work something out for signage.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  The paving project has been completed.  Some complaints were received about the project.

One resident reported a stone in the road made a chip in his windshield when following a truck on Main Road near the intersection of Clough Road.  The Selectboard said warning signs were in place and he should contact his insurance company.  Another resident was concerned that the loose stone was dangerous for motorcycle traffic.  The stone will set into the road in a few days for a smoother surface.  Another resident was not satisfied with the work.  Others found the employees from the paving crew professional, courteous and praised their work.

2.  Bruce Richardson was thanked for trimming the grass on Main Road near the intersection of Lincoln Road for better visibility.

3.  The town roads are dry and dusty from lack of rain.

RECYCLING

1.  The paper roll off is working fine.

2.  The application for the recertification of the Recycling Center is being prepared for official signatures.

UPPER SUMNER ROAD

Roger Kergaravat, Bruce Boisvert and Sandra Boisvert were present for discussion on the upper portion of Sumner Road.  David Tatro reported that Marge Skinner, Agency of Transportation, conducted a site visit and declared the guard rail in question was not necessary.  Mr. Tatro said the shoulders need to be wider with some brush trimmed.  The turn around spot for the town trucks needs to be wider to accommodate town equipment.  Drainage on to Mr. Konopka’s property is needed and will be worked out with the property owner.  Right-of-way deeds from landowners to the Town of Stamford must be submitted and filed in the Stamford Land Records.  

Sandra Boisvert agreed to coordinate the transactions for the property owners in the preparation of the 50 foot right-of-way easements with an attorney.  A tentative date of September 15th was set for completion of the deeds.  MOTION by Sheila Lawrence to accept the .12 mile section of upper section of Sumner Road to the turnaround site on the Boisvert property, as a Class 3 road, when the drainage is completed and the-right-of way easement deeds are presented for recording.  SECONDED by LauraLee Smith.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

ANCIENT ROADS/OLD COUNTY ROAD

Carol Fachini, Debra Burchard and Robert Burchard were present for discussion on the ¼ mile section of Old County Road from Mill Road to the former Crosier place that was not discontinued in 1940.  According to the Ancient Roads Criteria this portion of roadway became a Class 4 road by default.  Classification of town roads began in 1973.  This portion of road has been privately maintained by Joseph Fachini as a driveway.  There are three culverts on this stretch of road that need to be replaced.  The town crew will place a cone on one culvert that has a hole in it.  The culvert work will be done at the discretion of the Road Commissioner.  Robert Burchard offered to donate a 24 inch culvert.  MOTION by Eunice Rice for the town crew to replace the three culverts and then the Town of Stamford will discontinue that ¼ mile stretch of Old County Road from Mill Road to the former Crosier place, to become effective when the culvert work is completed.  SECONDED by Bruce Belisle.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

ANCIENT ROADS/ROARING BROOK ROAD/STAMFORD POND ROAD

Roaring Brook Road/Stamford Pond Road, a Class 4 road by default according to the Ancient Road Criteria.  There is a full time residence near the entrance.  There are a few property owners on this roadway.  Access to Green Mountain National Forest is from this road.  Timber harvesting is through this road.  Green Mountain National Forest has worked on the road and bridges.  A large culvert on this road is undersized but the Forest Service may repair it.  The town portion of the road begins at the intersection of County Road and ends in the area of the first bridge, near the site of the former Franklin Oaks farm.  (Length to be determined.)  The road right-of-way is a rod and ½.  Bruce Richardson maintains this road should be nothing less than a legal trail due to the access to the Green Mountain National Forest.  A sign “an unmaintained legal trail” was suggested.  MOTION by Sheila Lawrence to classify Roaring Brook Road/Stamford Pond Road as a legal trail.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

TOWN OFFICE

The Town Office will be closed the week of July 19th to 23rd.

SCHOOL BOARD

The Selectboard reviewed the joint work session regarding policies with the School Board that was held on Wednesday, July 7th at the town office.

SIDEWALK PROJECT

Jeff Mast, Bennington County Regional Commission, is asking for temporary easements from each resident affected by the sidewalk.  Most of the project is in the State right-of-way.  Mr. Mast will be requested to attend a meeting for further explanation.

VIOLATION NOTICE

Patrick Gray did not acknowledge the certified violation notice from the town of Stamford after three attempts by the Post Office.  After contacting the Septic Office, we will proceed with the next step.

UNIFORM MUNICIPAL EXCESS WEIGHT PERMIT

MOTION by Eunice Rice to approve the Uniform Municipal Excess Weight Permit from Barkus Excavating.  SECONDED by Bruce Belisle.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The appropriate fees and insurance information was received from the applicant.

NEWSLETTER

Helen Fields will prepare the next newsletter that will be included as an insert with the tax bills.

Other inserts to be included with the tax bills were reviewed by the Selectboard.  Household Hazardous Waste Collection information will also be included with the tax bills.

COMPLAINTS

The condition of a property on County Road was discussed.  A written complaint is necessary for the Administrative Officer to justify a site visit.

AGENCY OF TRANSPORTATION

The Agency of Transportation will be clearing the rocks from under Bridge #2, on Main Road, at Roaring Brook.  Another bridge on Main Road, where water is eroding the roadway and bridge will be repaired in August.

TOWN HIGHWAY ORDINANCE

A technical correction was made to the Town Highway Ordinance, Section 4.16, being the minimum culvert diameter of 15 inch.  Effective July 12th.  MOTION by Sheila Lawrence to approve the technical correction.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

BOARD OF CIVIL AUTHORITY

The Selectboard, as members of the Board of Civil Authority, will hold an organizational meeting on Wednesday, July 14th in preparation for grievance hearings.  

MOTION to adjourn by LauraLee Smith.  SECONDED by Thomas Houghtaling.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
