BIDS

Bids for culvert and ditch work for the Better Back Road project on Mill Road were opened and read.  To install 4 culverts and to excavate ditches and install stabilizing rocks:

HEARING OF VISITORS

Don Willemann and Amrita Dhawan Willemann, property owners on County Road, asked about the Class 4 signs recently erected on County Road.  Mr. Tatro explained Class 4 roads are not plowed in the winter but a wider spot near the end of the plowed portion of the road could be used for parking a vehicle.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  The chip seal phase of the paving project will be swept this week weather permitting. 

Four culverts were installed on Risky Ranch Road.  Any needed ditch work will be worked on at another time.

2.  Culverts on Old County Road have been installed.

3.  A caution sign for children at play was installed near the day care center on Mill Road.

4.  David McKay purchased a sign to warn motorists about horses on the upper portion of Mill Road near the high bridge.  The town crew helped to erect the sign.

5.  The puddle that forms in front of the school building was discussed for a possible solution.  David Tatro and Thomas Houghtaling will check out the grade of the parking lot as a first step.

ANCIENT ROADS

The next section of Ancient Roads to be considered will be Wiley Mountain Road and the sections of the former Routes 8 and 100 after the Main Road was rebuilt in the 1960’s.

David Tatro mentioned two other areas that should be reviewed, one off Sportsman Road and the other at the end of Lesure Road.  A site visit will be conducted on September 13th at 9:00 a.m.  A public hearing on the roads involved will be on September 23rd.  Abutting property owners will be notified.

ANCIENT ROADS/ROARING BROOK ROAD/STAMFORD POND ROAD

The length of Roaring Brook Road/Stamford Pond Road was determined to be .85 miles as estimated by Bruce Richardson.

VIOLATION NOTICE

Maura Hawkins, Health Officer, has had no response to the violation notice sent to Patrick Gray, owner of a residence on Lincoln Road.  A direct order will be attempted to be delivered by a sheriff in Massachusetts.  A two week period will be allowed to conform to the order before further action is taken.

FINANCE COMMITTEE

The Selectboard reviewed three letters of interest for the Finance Committee.  The Selectboard members are preparing guidelines for the Finance Committee.  Guidelines will be set at the next meeting of the board and the interested applicants will be notified of their decision.
