MINUTES

MOTION by LauraLee Smith to approve the Selectboard minutes of July 22nd as written.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

HEARING OF VISITORS

1.  Barb Mirke, who’s son has a hearing impairment, asked for a sign to be installed on Mill Road that reads “deaf child area”.  The Selectboard agreed and David Tatro will order signs.  It will take a few weeks for delivery.

2.  Joe Martel and William Kelly, camp owners on Risky Ranch Road, thanked David Tatro for his excellent culvert work on the road.  Mr. Martel says trash continues to be dumped in that area.  Mr. Kelly says vehicles drive through the ditches plugging them up.

3.  The signs on Class 4 roads were questioned.  Mr. Tatro explained they were to remind the public that the road is minimally maintained and not plowed in the winter.

4.  A card of thanks to the town crew from Pat Lupo was read, stating the culvert work on Risky Ranch Road was well done.

ROAD COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS

1.  Dry conditions have been an aid in the ditching work on the back roads.

2.  The Mill Road culvert replacement project will be installed next week beginning Monday, August 16th through Friday, August 20th.  Work will begin at 8:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.  Residents have been notified.  Use Klondike Road as the detour route.

3.  Several trees with dead branches are being trimmed in the school yard.

4.  The Road Commissioner is looking into an additive liquid spray to enhance the productivity of the salt mixture that is less caustic than calcium chloride alone.

5.  Drivers on The Lane were appreciative of the grass being mowed for better visibility.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

MOTION by LauraLee Smith to enter into Executive Session to discuss employee evaluations and pay scales.  SECONDED by Eunice Rice.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  Entered into Executive Session at 7:25 p.m.  MOTION by Eunice Rice to exit Executive Session.  SECONDED by LauraLee Smith.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  Exited Executive Session at 7:50 p.m.  Results of Executive session:  To follow up on Mr. Tatro’s suggestions on employee evaluation and pay scales.

ANCIENT ROADS - OLD COUNTY ROAD OFFICIALLY DISCONTINUED

MOTION by Sheila Lawrence:  As of August 12, 2010, to officially discontinue Old County Road from the intersection of Mill Road for the quarter mile to the former Crosier place.  The obligation of installing four culverts on Old County Road has been completed by the Town of Stamford.  SECONDED by LauraLee Smith.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.

RECYCLING

The next Free Household Hazardous Waste Collection will be at the Shaftsbury Recycling Center on Saturday, October 9, 2010 from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  Residents with a Stamford valid pink recycling permit may bring Free Household Hazardous Waste to the Stamford Recycling Center on Mill Road between 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m.  The town truck will transport the items to the Shaftsbury facility.  Flyers stating acceptable items for disposal will be available for review.

TAX RATE

MOTION by Sheila Lawrence to set the 2010 tax rate as follows:  To accept the state education residential rate of $1.1212 and the non residential rate of $1.5077 as calculated by the State of Vermont.  The Selectboard set the municipal tax rate at $.2711 and the highway tax rate at $.2614.  The total residential tax rate is $1.6537 and the total non residential tax rate is $2.0402.  SECONDED by LauraLee Smith.  All in favor.  Motion APPROVED.  The 2010 tax bills will be mailed to property owners next week.  Inserts to be included were finalized.

FINANCE COMMITTEE

Four applicants applied for the Finance Committee.  The Selectboard worked on guidelines for the Finance Committee.  The committee should be between three and five members, one contact person to be named, someone to attend each board meeting during budget hearings and review findings with the Selectboard before releasing them to the public.  The Finance Committee will be named at a full board meeting.  The interested applicants will be notified of the board’s decision.

TREASURER

The Selectboard reviewed and confirmed financial statements for the month of July.

ICE STORM

The final payment of $358.00 has been received for the ice storm damage of December 2008.

AGENCY OF TRANSPORTATION

1.  The Selectboard signed a request for a grant payment for the final work on the flood of October 2009.

2.  The Selectboard signed a request for a grant payment for the Clough Road culvert work.

MUNICIPAL PLANNING GRANT

The Selectboard signed the Municipal Planning Grant agreement for the upgrade of the Town Plan.  The Planning Commission is working on the upgrade of the Town Plan and will present recommendations to the Selectboard.

TOWN HIGHWAY ORDINANCE

Under the new Town Highway Ordinance, Driveway Permits are valid for one year.  A one year extension period, if requested, may be granted.  Applicants prior to the new ordinance, will be notified of this ruling and will now fall under the new ordinance.
